TOWN BOARD MEETING
July 11, 2016


Chairman Mike Schlobohm called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m.  Those in attendance were:   Supervisors Dan Kelly, Dennis Mandt, Brian Berninger, Nick Brattlie and, Chairman Mike Schlobohm, Treasurer Korby Holzhueter, Patrolman Al Pulvermacher, Jay Halverson and approximately twelve attendees.

Dennis Mandt made a motion to approve the June 13, 2016 town board meeting minutes.  Brian Berninger second the motion.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

Public Comment:  Steve Sordahl, lives on 12&18, spoke of a complaint of loud music being played by his home.  He had called the police.  A warning was given by the police.  

Business
a. Discussion & possible action to approve a driveway permit for lot on Fair Oak Road, parcel #024/0712-234-8850-0, section 23, owned by Bob Riege.
Bob Riege explained that his son, Ryan, would like to build a home on the lot.  Nick Brattlie made a motion to approve the driveway permit for parcel #024/0712-234-8850-0, owner Bob Riege; with the condition that Al Pulvermacher approves the culvert for the driveway.  Mike Schlobohm second the motion.  All aye’s.  Motion carried.

b.  Discussion & possible action on garbage-recycling contract/proposals.
Mike Schlobohm explained that the town is still working with the Village.  There has been recent complaints from residents on service from Advanced Disposal.  

c. Discussion & possible action on the Non-Metallic Mining and Blasting Ordinances amendment for historical buildings and the control of adverse effects of blasting.
Public Comment:  Jim Maple read concearns on behalf of Cherly Lemke regarding protection of the residents from the quarry.  Martha Berninger spoke requesting that area resident, Bill Doubler’s property be put in the list for historic buildings for the area.  Bill Doubler asked about the geology mapping used to come up with a parallel to the Town of Dunn for last month’s Ordinance Amendment 2016-04.
Brian Berninger spoke about data he collected from Town of Oregon.  Nick Brattlie spoke about the concerns to protect, however the thought of controlling blasts for the closest historic building results in protecting the other residents in the area.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]Nick Brattlie explained that the amendment proposed is to eliminate a rolling average blasts for historical buildings.  Jon Halverson asked where the seismographs’ are required to be placed.  It was read to Jon that the three closest locations and any historical buildings within ¼ of a mile of the blast should have seismographs.  Brian Berninger expressed his concern of the limit being too high still.  Dennis Mandt made a motion to approve the Ordinance Amendment 2016-05 to remove the rolling average for the hertz limits for historic buildings.  Dan Kelly second the motion.  Roll call:
