
TOWN OF DEERFIELD
TOWN BOARD MEETING
February 13, 2017

Chairman Mike Schlobohm called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Those in attendance were:   Supervisors Dennis Mandt, Dan Kelly, Brian Berninger, Nick Brattlie, Chairman Mike Schlobohm, Treasurer Korby Holzhueter, Clerk Kim Grob, Patrolman Al Pulvermacher and fifteen attendees.

Brian Berninger requested a change in the January 9 minutes in item C, line five, to include “since the passage of the ordinances”.  Dennis Mandt made a motion to approve the January 9, 2017, town board meeting minutes with the correction to item C.  Brian Berninger second the motion.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

Public Comment:  Martha Berninger commented that she feels it doesn’t serve the community well regarding the open Town Clerk seat.  Mike Schlobohm replied that there is going to be something in the paper this week.  A concern with the flowing of the Koshkonong creek was discussed.  Mike Schlobohm replied that it would be best to contact the WI DNR.  Jim Maple thanked Kim Grob for her years of service as Clerk. 


Business
a. Discussion and possible action on vacating the Ed Schroeder driveway that is located off of Bannon Road.
Tabled. 

b. Discussion & possible action regarding monetary donation to the Glacial Drumlin United Soccer Club.
No one was present from GDU.

c. Discussion and possible action for Scott and Elise Blasing to purchase one acre from the Mancheski’s and add it to their lot at 366 London Road. 
The Blasing’s wish to add one acre of land from the surrounding field to create a bigger lot.  They wish to build a home and an out building in the future and the extra acre would allow them to have the buildings set back from the road.  Mike Schlobohm made a motion to approve the addition of the one acre to the Blasing lot.  Dennis Mandt second the motion.  All aye’s.  Motion carried.

d. Discussion & possible action for Isaac and Geriann Pentinmaki at 3446 Prairie Drive.  Take existing property, total of 29.1 acres, make into one residential lot with residence on approx. 13.3 acres.  And create two recreational lots, one at approx. five acres and one at 10.8 acres.
Geriann Pentinmaki explained that they wish to create two recreational lots, from two of the three parcels that they own.  The two proposed recreational lots are located on the north side, along the Glacier Drumlin State Trail.  Lot 1 would be the residence of Pentinmaki at approximately 13.3 acres, lot 2 is proposed at approximately 5 acres and lot 3 is proposed at approximately 10.8 acres.  Lot three has a possible buyer by an adjoining land owner.  Nick Brattlie made a motion to approve the rezone with deed restriction that no buildings shall be constructed on the two recreational lots.  Brain Berninger second the motion.  Motion carried.

e. Discussion on The Wisconsin Coverts Project on Woodland Stewardship with synopsis by town resident and conference attendee, Ken Frjelich.
Ken Frjelich spoke about the Wisconsin Coverts Project on Woodland stewardship conference he attended.  It is a conference that teaches about managing woodlands.  

f. Discussion & possible action for the town to purchase two solar-powered radar speed signs as recommended by Dane County Sheriff Department.
Mike Schlobohm expressed concern that the radar signs could be subject to vandalism.  Radar signs range in cost from $4,000-6,000.  Brian Berninger is researching funding possibilities.

g. Discussion and possible action on Dane County Ordinance Amendment (OA) #67, 2016- Regarding Conditional Use Permit Appeals.
C.U.P. appeals are currently brought to the County Board members.  The County wishes to change the procedure and have appeals be brought to the Board of Adjustment.  Discussion occurred in a positive favor for the change.  Dennis Mandt expressed the Board of Adjustment is a committee who has more knowledge of C.U.P.’s and the challenges that could arise.  Dennis Mandt made a motion to approve the Dane County Ordinance Amendment (OA) #67 regarding Conditional Use Permit appeals.  Dan Kelly second the motion.

h. Discussion and possible action on Non-Metallic Mining Operator’s License for Oak Park Quarry.
Public Comment:  Cheryl Lemke spoke about her letter to the editor in a recent paper.  Jon Halverson spoke about the January meeting and the issue with truck traffic heading north on Oak Park Road.  Jon is wondering if he should advise trucks to get permission to drive north on Oak Park Road.  Jim Maple recommended sending a letter of notification of any infractions that do occur, because it would give documentation of each occurrence.  Bill Doubler spoke about the water bottle policy in the Ordinance for mining and he feels there should be more research given to the safe keeping of the wells.  Bill expressed the concern for looking at a larger area than just the ½ mile that the ordinance list.

Nick Brattlie passed out to all board members an updated copy of the last page of the license.  The attorney for mineral extraction has reviewed the application and found it to be acceptable.  The board agreed there has been no material violations during the current license and all applicable fees have been paid.  The current letter of credit from Oak Park Quarry is good through May 20, 2017.  The Oak Park Quarry shall submit a new letter of credit by May 20, 2017.  The mining license will be put on the March agenda.  Dan Kelly made a motion to approve the annual report from Oak Park Quarry.  Dennis Mandt second the motion.  Mike Schlobohm abstained.  Motion carried.
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i. Discussion and possible action on scheduling annual inspection of the Oak Park Quarry by Town Board Supervisors, per Ordinance 2015-01.
Nick Brattlie explained that annual inspections of Oak Park Quarry is not a requirement by the Ordinance.  Dennis Mandt expressed, because the board members are not experts of quarries that it would be better to have Dan Everson from Dane County complete inspections.  Brian Berninger expressed his desire to see inside the quarry.  Nick Brattlie recommended that since there is not a blasting license being taking out that inspection discussion be put on hold.  Brian Berninger made a motion to utilize the ordinance and tour the quarry with the owner.  No seconds.  Motion fails.

j. Discussion and possible action on how communications are made on behalf of the town to other governmental bodies and town attorneys.
Nick Brattlie explained there was an incident that occurred of a board member contacting town attorney without preapproval from Chairpersons.  Dennis Mandt feels there should be a policy in place regarding adding items to the agenda.  Discussion continued on between the board members on policy for placing items on the agenda.  Dennis Mandt made a motion to have all agenda items go through appropriate chairperson.  Dan Kelly second the motion.  All aye’s.  Motion carried.

k. Discussion on town road use damage.
Brian Berninger expressed his concern for the breaking of black top on Oak Park Road.  Al Pulvermacher reported that all town roads are showing breakage because of the type of winter we have had this year.

l. Discussion & possible action on 2007 Plow Truck repair.
The truck has been repaired.

Board members reviewed the attorney invoice for October services.  Dennis Mandt made a motion to approve the attorney invoice for October services.  Brian Berninger second the motion.  All aye’s.  Motioned carried.

Clerk’s Report – Advanced disposal has said they will be submitting pick up reports to the town, which shows the addresses they have collected.  Advanced Disposal has shown great effort to correct and improve the service for the Town.  

Road Updates/Discussions from Patrolmen
Al Pulvermacher reported road conditions are in bad shape and if the board could come up with an estimate dollar amount and he will give suggestions.  Shed is full of salt.
